Freeze Dance

Standards addressed:  1.1 Move to open spaces within boundaries while traveling at increasing rates of speed.
1.6 Skip and leap, using proper form.
		
Equipment: Music, chalk if desired.

Time: Adjustable, 10+ minutes
	Activity- Freeze Dance



* Prior to beginning activity, chose a warm-up activity.

[image: MC #1]Instruction:  Explain the concept of personal space.  Discuss how most people like to have an area around them that is not occupied, an area called personal space.  Connect concept to students’ experiences in line or at their desks.  They will need to stay in their area and can not intrude on others’ areas.
· Determine the outer boundaries for the activity and point them out.
· Have students find a space within the boundaries; this will become their “home area”.  They need to make sure that their area is not touching the home areas of students near them, or any other objects.
· Play a song and clap out the rhythm. Tell students that they can free dance in their home area to the rhythm of the music.
· Tell them to freeze when the music stops. Pick a new song with a different speed of rhythm and have them begin a new movement to mimic the rhythm.
· Change the music every so often and remind kids that their movements need to be to the rhythm of the music.
· While the music is playing, have students move from their home (while staying within the boundaries), without touching another student. If they touch other students they have to go home and continue their movements in their home area. As they move through the neighborhood, their movements need to mimic the rhythm and speed of the music, you can give commands to make it more challenging and fun:
· To the left or right
· Run, walk, skip, hop, slide, jump, gallop and leap.
· Straight, zigzag, and curvy,
	Modifications

	* Use chalk to allow students to draw their home area.
* Allow students to shout commands.
* Specify a specific body part to move during their dance with, i.e.. head, foot, left arm, etc.
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
